MUSIC ASSESSMENT 

 

 

TALLAHASSEE- On Thursday, February 21st, 
State Representative Dorothy L. Hukill (R- Port 
Orange) joined music educators at a press 
conference to announce the findings of the 
Florida Music Assessment Project. Among the 
findings of the Assessment are several statewide 
trends which show significant correlation between 
music proficiency and standardized test scores. 
 
The Assessment was conducted as the result 

of a special funding project initiated by Representative Hukill. During the 2006 
Legislative Session, Representative Hukill, along with Senator Wise, sponsored the 
assessment project, which was conducted in the spring of 2007. The assessment 
tested nearly 9,500 fourth-graders in 106 schools in 42 Florida counties. 
 
ñI believe strongly that music education has a positive impact on students both inside 
and outside of the classroom,ò Hukill said. ñI am pleased to hear the results of the 
assessment and I hope that we can continue by evaluating students at the middle 
school level.ò 
 
Representative Hukill has sponsored a special project this session to administer the 
assessment to eighth grade students.

TALLAHASSEE- On Wednesday, February 20th, State Representative Dorothy L. Hukill (R- Port 
Orange) announced the filing of House Bill 991 at a press conference at the Capitol. The bill 
creates the ñVox Populi ï Voice of the People Act,ò which guarantees citizens the right to 
comment at local government meetings. 
 
The bill requires local governments to provide access for citizens to address issues at meetings. 
Local governments would be required to adopt a written citizen participation policy that provides 
specified opportunities for citizens to speak. Such policy would be made available to citizens on 
the home page of the local governmentôs website. The bill further establishes rules of decorum 
which promote the principles of civility, honor, and dignity in local government meetings. 
 
ñA vocal citizenry is the hallmark of a well-functioning democracy,ò Hukill said. ñI believe that this 
bill will encourage citizens to participate and engage their government in constructive dialogue.ò
