REPRESENTATIVE DOROTHY HUKILL PROTECTS 
FLORIDIANS FROM SEX TRAFFICKING 

 
TALLAHASSEE- Legislation strengthening penalties for sex trafficking and related offenses won 
unanimous approval from the House Committee on Homeland Security and Public Safety today.  
House Bill 1151, by Representative Dorothy L. Hukill (R-Port Orange), gives courts more 
authority in combating sex trafficking and sex for hire. 
 
Under this bill, a business that is convicted of allowing sex for hire on its premises may be 
ordered by the courts to close, surrender its charter or have its license suspended or revoked.  
HB 1151 also provides that all property, including money that changes hands in sex for hire, is 
subject to civil forfeiture to the state.  The bill expands the offense of leasing or renting a building 
that is knowingly used for sex for hire to also include a person who owns such a location with the 
knowledge of its use.  Additionally, HB 1151 increases penalties for individuals who engage in 
the trafficking of minors and who compel or force any person to perform sex for hire.   
 
ñSex trafficking and sex for hire not only harm the people involved but also damage our 
communities,ò said Representative Hukill.  ñIncreasing penalties for these illegal activities takes 
us one step closer to ridding our communities of this exploitation of women and children.ò
