ñVOX POPULI: THE VOICE OF THE PEOPLEò  

PASSES HOUSE 
 
TALLAHASSEE- On Wednesday, April 23rd, House Bill 991, by Representative Dorothy L. Hukill 
(R- Port Orange), unanimously passed the Florida House of Representatives. The bill creates the 
ñVox Populi ï Voice of the People Act,ò which guarantees citizens the right to comment at local 
government meetings. 
 
HB 991 requires local governments to provide access for citizens to address issues at meetings. 
Local governments would be required to adopt a written citizen participation policy that provides 
specified opportunities for citizens to speak. The bill allows local governments to tailor their 
participation policy to meet the needs of their community while preserving the citizenôs right to 
participate in the policy -making process. The written policy would be made available to citizens 
on the home page of the local governmentôs website. 
 
ñThe greatest tool Floridians have to see legislative change is their voice,ò Representative Hukill 
said. ñThis bill strengthens citizen confidence in the political process and I am grateful to my 
colleagues for supporting me in my work to improve the dialogue between citiz ens and their 
local government officials.ò
